WASHINGTON, D.C. (October 24,
2007) — Congressman Mike Honda
(CA-15), Chair of the Congressional
Asian Pacific Amernican Caucus
(CAPAC), expresses dismay at the
recent detamnment of a Vietnamese
refugee family by US. Immigration
and Customs Enforcement. just
days after the family’s 24-year
old daughter was reported to have
advocated publicly in support of
HE_ 1275, the American Dream
Act.

U.S. Immigration and Customs
Enforcement agents arrested the
parents and brother of Tam Tran,
a 24-year old UCLA graduate who
testified before Congress in May
on the plight of undocumented

immigrant students. Tran has
been an ardent supporter of the
Amenican Dream Act, which would
allow undocumented immigrant
students to apply for legal status 1f
they have completed two years of
postsecondary education or military
service. Passage of the American
Dream Act 1s an immigration
priority for CAPAC.

The family, detained overnight
and released to house arrest
after Rep. Zoe Lofgren (CA-16)
intervened. had received final
deportation orders i 2001 after
their appeal for political asylum was
demied. Rep. Lofgren is chair of the
House Immigration Subcommittee
which called Tran as a witness.

“I am deeply concerned about the
recent detainment of Tam Tran’s
fanmly,” said Rep. Mike Honda (CA-
15). “Tt sends a disturbing message
to others who are advocating on
behalf of immigrant communities
or who otherwise p:u‘hc:pam i our
democracy by speaking out.”

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Census Profile of Hmong-Americans

In September 2007, the U S Census
Bureau released 2006 American
Community Survey (ACS) figures
for Hmong Americans. The ACS
data are now being released
annually. It should be noted
that the survey 1s only given to
a sample of the U.S. population
as opposed to the census which
15 intended to be administered
to all US. households every 10
years. Despite this weakness, the
availability of annual ACS data
does provide for the first time a
wealth of frequently updated data
pertaming to racial, ethnic, and
ancestral groups in the United
States.

The top 10 states for Hmong
Americans according to the 2006
ACS were California (71,244),
Minnesota (49.200), Wisconsin
(38.949), Michigan (8.686), North
Carolina (8.451). Colorado (3.875),
Georgia (3.407), Washington
(3.050), Oregon (2.729), and
Flonida (1,856). The total estimated
Hmong population in the U.S.

according to the 2006 ACS was
209 866, up about 20,000 from the
2005 ACS estimate.

The 2006 ACS estimates that the
median age of Hmong-Americans
was 19.1 years (compared to about
36 years among all Americans). The
average size of Hmong households
was 5.36 persons compared to 2.6
among the entire U.S. population.
According to the 2006 ACS
figures_ the percentage of Hmong
Americans with a Bachelor’s
Degree was 10.4% compared to
17.1% among the entire American
population. The 2006 ACS figures
show that about 40% of foreign-
bormn armved in the US.
after 1990 and about 12% since
2000, likely reflecting the fairly
sizable number of Hmong who
arrived as refugees from Wat
Tham Krabok in Thailand.

The 2006 ACS figures also show
the strong prionty Hmong families
place on maintaining the Hmong
language among their children
More than 94% of Hmong-
Americans reported speaking
a language other than English

at home. In addition, the 2006
ACS figures show a continued
strong concentration of Hmong-
Americans in manufacturing jobs
(Production, Transportation, and
Materials Mowving Occupations).
The poverty rate among Hmong-
Amernican families was 26%, down
from 1/3 of families i the 2000
census but still higher than the
U.S. average of 9.8%. Hmong-
Amerncan median family mcome
was $42 875, up considerably from
the 2000 census. Finally, the 2006
ACS makes apparent the ongoing
gains of Hmong-Americans in

. A clear majority
of Hmong households now own
their own homes (54.1%).
